et est toujours suivi de l'auxiliaire BE conjugué.
L'auxiliaire BE s’accorde avec le nom ou groupe nhominal qui suit
Si le contexte se situe dans le passé, on conjugue BE au prétérit.

é Si on désigne une seule chose : THERE WAS + nom ou groupe
nominal au singulier
There was a giant magnet at the MoMA.
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Si on parle de plusieurs éléments : THERE WERE + nom ou groupe
nominal au pluriel
There were cars and buses everywhere.
